In the assessment of the involvement and participation of partner communities in the programs and services of the center, 

TCCD made initial step in capability building through lectures on Community Development. Last April 18, 2009, around fifty 

(50)  participants from partner communities completed the hands -on training on community organizing.  

 

 

 

An orientation training on community development was organized by the College of Nursing  on May 11, 2009 in Pagrai, Ma-

yamot, Antipolo. A core group of five (5) members was formed to assist in the social preparation stage and next steps to under-

take in the organizing process especially when the students will have to leave the community. Another training was also con-

ducted on May 16, 2009 at the CHTM Alston Hall. The training on Participatory Project Development and Management (PPDM) 

was participated by the leaders in-charge of the livelihood committee of the barangays of Tatalon and Damayang Lagi. The 

highlight of the training was to practice writing the feasibility studies for the projects they identified for the communitie s. The 

goal of the feasibility study is to provide indicator/s that the project identified is feasible to undertake.

The interdisciplinary approach of TCCD needs the involvement of different Colleges and Units 

from the University for the attainment of the total human development. In the aspect of Ecologi-

cal Program, the NSTP classes under Reverend Pearl is helping in the cleaning and greening of 

the campus. To date, the students brought some ornamental plants that can be placed in areas 

to give an ambiance of fresh and green atmosphere.

Furthermore, through their Project HEALS, the College Coor-

dinator, Ms. Violie Bascao, facilitated the request of our partner community for deworming in 

their area.

Graduate School  Prov id ing Guidance for  Ef fect ive Program 
Del ivery  

Project CORE  of the Graduate School continuously supports the implementation of the pro-

grams and services of TCCD through developing evaluation instruments that will be very helpful 

for the center. Dr. Ramon Marcelino, GS Coordinator, leads the development of evaluation in-

strument for the wellness program. This was used by the dance therapy activity, as this was 

evaluated after eight consecutive Saturdays. All the trainings conducted by TCCD and other Col-

leges were rated 4.50 with verbal interpretation of òOutstandingó and results are kept in the of-

fice. A performance evaluation instrument was also prepared by the Graduate School Coordina-

tor for our partner Foundation to be used by the staff and the administrator.  

The Graduate School Coordinator, Dr. Marcelino, also partake in the Spiritual Nurturance Pro-

gram of the Center by developing tool for the Spiritual Needs Inventory that was piloted already 

at Eastern College in Baguio. This was submitted as a proposal in URDC. The instrument was also 

given to our partner community to determine the spiritual needs of the constituents thereby a 

holistic program and services can be developed that will respond to the spiritual growth of the 

people. The project holder is now the Office of the University Chaplain. On the part of the com-

munity, TCCD is collating them to be analyzed and interpreted by the coordinator of the gradu-

ate school.  
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On July 29, 2009, the College of Arts and Sciences conducted a half-day seminar on Proper Tutoring of Pre-

school in Barangay Tatalon. The participants were the parents from COPE for them to learn to take their part 

as guardians in the education of the pupils. After the said seminar, the College Coordinator, Ms. Sharon Brila 

also initiated the conduct of tutorial services to thirty five (35) students from different public elementary 

schools of the same barangay.  Below were the participants of the training with Prof. Nati and Ms Brila as fa-

cilitators.

BEST spearheads trainings for our partner communities 

to help improve the quality of their lives. To date, the 

graduates of the Massage Therapy course last Decem-

ber 2008 is now making some money from the actual 

practice of the massage. After their 60-hour training in 

TCCD, they moved to an advanced course at the City 

College of Manila and graduated last February 27, 

2009. Eleven (11) out of seventeen (17) graduates 

passed the NC2 skills requirement from the TESDA. 

They were given their international certificates of the 

accreditation that will qualify them to work abroad if 

they wish to. One of the graduates also acquired his 

license as masseur from the Department of Health last 

June 2009 and is now mentoring co -participants.  

 

A 60-hour basic dressmaking was also offered for our 

partner communities. Ten (10) participants graduated 

from this life skill training that is held every Tuesday 

and Thursday at TCCD office and is closely supervised 

by Ms. Rose Genorga, the College Coordinator. The 

graduation was held at the BARSAM-AVR with Dr. 

Palispis giving the inspirational message. The gradu-

ates sewed their graduation dresses and displayed 

their product during this occasion.  

 

Another life skill training was also facilitated by the 

CBA focused on 90-hour Cosmetology and Hair Sci-

ence Course for our partner communities from July-

November 2009. Twelve (12) students graduated from 

the training held last November 17, 2009 at the TCCD 

Office. Some of the students were able to share what 

they have learned while others express their gratitude 

to the University for giving them the opportunity to 

learn. Many of them claimed that they are now work-

ing in Hair Salons using the knowledge they have ac-

quired from the training. Dr. Palispis and Dr. Bathan

Accomplishing their plans for the School 

Year 2008-09, they held the graduation of the 

pre-school classes on March 13, 2009 at the 

Cabanban Hall of the Basic Education Campus.  

As a preparation for the School Year 2009-2010, 

the Coordinators from the Basic Education, Ms. 

Thelma dela Cruz and Ms. Juliet Tuazon of the 

College of Education recruited new applicants 

for the pre-school classes in Barangay Tatalon 

and Damayang Lagi. Apart from the received 

applications, they also conducted home visita-

tion to validate the data provided for the final 

selection. After careful assessment, the enrol-

ment period began where Pre -school from Tata-

lon gained a total number of 112 pupils while 

20 pupils were also enrolled in the Trinityð 

Damayang Lagi Learning Center (TDLC). The 

election and induction Parents-Teachers Asso-

ciation officers in COPE was also achieved.
